Just this week we received an e-mail from missionary Nate Lashway who helped
us produce the Malagasy Fire Bible that was launched in June.

Nate told us that just a few days ago, he stepped into the post office in
Madagascar for five minutes. During that short time, his car was broken into and his
backpack stolen. The backpack contained valuable papers, including notes from
missionary field meetings and church planting requests for locations across Madagascar.

As you can imagine, Nate was distraught over the loss due to the theft. But he said
that in his time of despair, the Holy Spirit reminded him of something that had happened
a few weeks before — the release of the Fire Bible in the Malagasy language, the first-
ever study Bible for that nation.

“The Fire Bible is a lasting and eternal gift that cannot be lost or stolen,” Nate
wrote. “As much as I think the plans and dreams that I lost in that backpack are
important, God’s Word has much more power to change Madagascar. God’s Word is
living and active, it will cut to the heart of issues in this nation. My plans are pretty
insignificant in the light of all of that.

“What I have brought away from this incident is that it is God’s Word that will
change this nation, not my plans. It thrills my heart to see our pastors with their new
Bibles tucked under their arms!”

Missionary Lashway went on in his e-mail to thank you with these words:

“For those who have given to the worldwide effort of the Fire Bible project, thank
you. You are making an eternal difference in the lives of churches and pastors. We

appreciate your kingdom investment.”

What we are asking you to do on Bible Sunday is to make a kingdom investment
that is guaranteed.
