The Arabic Fire Bible has launched! 

 As we follow in the footsteps of Paul in 2009, part of our 
goal is to see the Arabic Fire Bible make an impact in the lands the 
apostle Paul visited on his great missionary journeys. 

 One leg of our journey is now complete! 

 On December 2, 2008, a team representing the Assemblies of 
God Bible Alliance dedicated the Arabic Fire Bible in Beirut, 
Lebanon. More than 100 church leaders from various Christian 
backgrounds, who received an official invitation, celebrated 
together.

 The Arabic Bible Society, Lutherans, Baptists, Pentecostals, 
and bishops and archbishops of the Greek Orthodox and Catholic 
churches joined us in dedicating the first Pentecostal study Bible in 
the Arabic language. There were many tears of gratitude and joy.  

 Pastors in at least 22 countries will now have a Pentecostal 
study Bible in their heart language. Here is a list of countries where 
Arabic is spoken:

 Terrorism and radical Islam remains a great challenge in 
many of these countries, making the Arabic Fire Bible a timely and 
much needed tool for the church. But like the apostle Paul of old, we 
are willing to go the distance to reach these countries.  

 Let me tell you about a powerful encounter that took place 
when our team visited the ancient city of Byblos after the dedication. 
They entered a shop to look for souvenirs. The shop owner was a 
friendly man, and he engaged our team members in conversation. He 
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was surprised to learn they were in Lebanon to dedicate the Arabic Fire Bible.

 He exclaimed, “You must meet my two sons!”

 The man ran next door and brought his two adult sons to meet our team. Can you 
guess what our team learned next? His two sons are Pentecostal pastors, and both own 
English Fire Bibles they use to lead Bible studies and prepare for sermons! One of the 
brothers is working to plant a Pentecostal church in Byblos. (See story on enclosure.) 

They were excited to learn that an Arabic edition of the Fire Bible is now available! 
Thank you so much for helping young pastors like these two brothers. Many thousands like 
them will benefit from this new tool. 

 Even non-Pentecostal denominations recognize the importance of the Arabic Fire 
Bible. On pages 2-3, you can see our team presenting an Arabic Fire Bible to Maronite 
Patriarch Nasrallah Sfeir, a high-ranking leader in the Catholic church in Lebanon, in a 
private audience at his palace. Sfeir placed his hands on the Bible, looked at our team and 

said, “All of our believers need one of these Bibles!”

 Without your help, this great day would never have come for the Arabic world. 
Every $10 you give helps us place a Fire Bible in the hands of a national worker. 

Now you have seen how the Arabic Fire Bible is received in the heart of the Middle 
East. It is being distributed to other parts of the Arabic world where the need to hear about 
Jesus is great.
